Here at Levy we have recognized that our ministry efforts will generally fall into three categories, which we
call: “Family,” “Evangelism,” and “Body Life”. We refer to these as “pillars.” Each of our shepherds works
with one of these pillars. We have worked out this system to facilitate better communication within the con-
gregation as to more easily recognize who should be contacted if we have a question about or would like to
get involved with any particular ministry.

The FAMILY pillar concerns our ministries that serve a particular age group or demographic of the family.
This includes our children, teens, young adults, women, men, seniors, and those undergoing crisis.

The EVANGELISM pillar concerns ministries that focus on outreach—serving those in our community and
around the world. This includes requests for financial assistance, community outreach and follow-up, mis-
sion efforts, and Levy Christian Kindergarten.

The BODY LIFE pillar concerns how we teach and serve people who are members or who are visiting with
us here at Levy. This includes hospitality, facility management, technology, transportation, worship
services, information & communication, church finances, small groups, and our adult Bible classes.

Children and Youth Ministries
® Levy Student Ministry (youth, grades 7-12)

e Elementary Ministry - a Sunday and Wednesday Bible
learning program from children in grades 1-6.

® Preschool Ministry - a Sunday and Wednesday Bible
learning program from children ages 0-5.

® GAP - a ministry that trains and teaches children in
grades 1-6 about leadership. This program also teaches
our young men how to serve in worship.

® LTC - Leadership Training for Christ. This program also
partners with GAP, and offers additional leadership
training classes. This is part of a national program in
which our youth participate in one of the national LTC
conferences over Easter weekend.

e Nursery Ministry - helping in the nursery with young
children during Sunday morning worship.

e Bible Hour - a program that ministers to children ages
3 years through Kindergarten. Meets during the school
year during our Sunday morning worship time.

e Events — Vacation Bible School, Camp Chara’, Trunk or
Treat, etc.

Community Outreach

e River City Ministry - located in downtown North Little
Rock. Levy is a partner with this ministry, which serves
the homeless and the working poor though meals,
instruction, and the health clinic.

e Community Outreach Ministry - through this ministry
we have a school supply giveaway, “Community Day,”
which is a fun day we invite the community to get to
know us, Pictures with Santa meal, as well as other
ministry activities.

e Levy Community Pantry - Our pantry opens one
Saturday morning each month to help provide food to
people in the community.

o Warming Station for the homeless. We staff, provide
food, and a place to spend the night (on church campus)
during the coldest winter nights.

o Children’s Homes - Providing food and other items to
area children’s homes.

e Wrap-Around Ministry — Support system for foster and
adoption family. This ministry provides education about
the ins and outs of becoming a foster/adoption parent.
They also coordinate support services for these families
as the need arises.

Education

e Adult Education - Providing classes and instruction to
adults, particularly through Sunday mornings and
Wednesday night classes as well as the Sunday night
devotional rotation.

e Small groups. As a new member at Levy, it is important
that you get involved in a small group. Various groups
meet across the metro area on Sundays.

e World Bible School and World English School - We
partner with these schools in teaching the Bible, both in
the US and abroad, through correspondence or over the
internet.

e Dynamic Marriage - Class offered periodically.

e Men’s Tuesday Morning Bible Study - 6:30 during the
school year. Breakfast on the first Tuesday of the month.

e Financial Peace University - A class on finances,
offered annually.

e Counseling - Christian Counseling is offered to every
Levy member through the Drs. Alan and Sherry Pogue,
who are both licensed professional counselors and Levy
members. Their office in in North Little Rock.



Service

e Helping Hands - This ministry provides help for those
moving and those needing maintenance around the
house.

e Disaster Relief - This ministry responds to local and
national disasters, providing resources and manpower.

e Fellowship - This ministry helps set up the Ministry
Center for special events.

e Transportation - for people that need to be picked up,
usually in the church van, for worship or class.

e Buildings and Grounds - campus maintenance.
e Communion Preparation

® Host Ministry - This includes our Greeters and ushers
as well as serving in the Welcome to Levy class and
luncheon, which are held at least once per quarter.

e Technology - A/V, web design, computer support.

e Pleasant Hills Retirement Center and Northridge
Nursing Home - We lead the worship here every Sunday.
We send in people to preach on a rotating basis.

® Local Evangelism - Campaigns, Bible studies, and
support and assisting other church events through door-
to-door contacts.

oCEM - Congregational Encouragement Ministry. CEM
groups serve through contacting guests and members
needing encouragement. This group meets once a month

e Visiting Shut-ins

Other area(s) of interest:

e Senior Housing - Levy provides senior housing for
older members in the neighborhood adjacent to our
campus.

e Worship - taking part in leading prayer, serving
communion, or song-leading.

@ “49ers” Luncheon - Every 2" Tuesday of the month.
Everyone is invited to participate.

Missions

e Harvest Sunday - This is an annual special collection
that takes place every fall with all funds targeted to
support mission works.

e Haiti Christian School - We support this school in
prayer, financially, and with people sent.

e Baltic Family Camp - This annual camp hosts ministers
and other Christians in the Baltic region of Europe. We
send people to help work this camp each summer.

Women’s Ministries

e Food for the Bereaved, new mothers, the sick, the
homebound, and those that have had surgery.

e Hosting showers - Both for weddings and babies.
e Knitting - A women’s group that meets regularly.
e Baby Baskets - Providing baskets for newborns.

e High School quilts - Quilts for graduating seniors.
